Our team of skilled and dedicated youth workers will be at the heart of
the Youth Zone, offering guidance, encouragement, and support. Whether through informal
chats or structured activities, they will help young people build confidence and work towards
their dreams. As part of OnSide’s national Youth Zone network, 224 Youth Zone will bring
together the local community, authorities, and businesses to create lasting opportunities for
young people. We believe that investing in the next generation is an investment in a brighter
future for all. For just 50p per visit, members will have access to: Indoor climbing wall, 3G kick
pitch, fully equipped gym, dance and drama studio, music room, arts and crafts room, skate
park, training kitchen, martial arts gym, enterprise suite, health, and wellbeing room, and much
more. We’ll also have a café serving hot meals for just £1! This is for every session open!
